
Connecting to eduroam on Windows 

devices at Eastern Education Group. 

 
1. Click on the Wi-Fi icon in the system tray and make sure the Wi-Fi is turned on. 

Wait a moment for the list of nearby networks to appear. 
Click on ‘eduroam’ then click ‘Connect’. 

 



2. You will be asked for your user name and password. 
Enter your full college email address in the user name field. Enter 

your password in the password field. 
Your email address and password for eduroam are the same as the ones you use for all other 

College systems and computers. 

 



3. You may be asked if you want to continue connecting. 

Click ‘Connect’ to proceed. 
 



4. Wait a moment for Windows to verify and connect to eduroam Wi-Fi. 

 



5. You should now be connected and Windows will display the words ‘Connected, 

secured’ to let you know eduroam is ready to use.
